North Iowa looks to see if it can extend its early success against a new opponent from the South Division. 
  

ALL-TIME SERIES: 
First meeting. 
 

THE SCENE-SETTER: 
The season opened with yesterday’s contest after an outstanding preseason for the Bulls that included two wins over the Aberdeen Wings – North 
Iowa and Shreveport played to a scoreless tie through the first period, but a goal from Cayden Casey, scraping home a shot from Joe Sweeney 
on the right wing got the scoring started 1:07 out of the break in a 5-0 win over the Wisconsin Windigo. Justin Mexico and Hunter Bulger added 
on in the second period, with Bulger’s goal coing on a power play. Sweeney rocketed home a shot from the right-wing faceoff dot in the third period, 
and Max Scott snapped in a one-timer eight minutes into the period for the final goal of the day. North Iowa was anchored in net by Erik Chaffe, 
who pitched a 19-save shutout in his NAHL debut. 

 
KNOW YOUR FOE: 

The new looks continue today for North Iowa, who faces a perennial South Division contender for the first time. This Shreveport team is a perennial 
Robertson Cup contender representing the South Division. Thursday’s game will pit the Bulls against a Mudbugs team that finished in fourth place 
in the South last season – Shreveport has never missed the Robertson Cup playoffs in their six-year history, including clinching a playoff spot 
before the COVID-related cancellation of the 2020 postseason. A dozen Mudbugs are back from last year’s team, and it’ll be a case of “next man 
in” at the top of the line chart, with all five top scorers departing from last season. Yesterday, Shreveport got two goals from Niklas Miller, including 
a first goal less than two minutes in, on the way to a 3-1 win over the Minnesota Wilderness. 
 

YOU’LL FIT RIGHT IN: 
A large chunk of the lineup made its North American Hockey League debut yesterday, as did many players on the NAHL Showcase’s opening day. 
However, Cayden Casey made himself right at home, following up last Saturday’s overtime winner at Aberdeen with the Bulls’ first goal of the new 
year. Erik Chaffe earned a win after a stellar preseason that saw him stop 29 of the 30 shots he saw against the Wings and the Corpus Christi 
IceRays. For Joe Sweeney, it was a confident return from injuries that limited him to just 13 games a year ago – both Sweeney and Casey finished 
with their first NAHL goals and an assist for their efforts. 
 

TO THE MAX: 
The September surge continues for second-year North Iowa forward Max Scott, who is set to play in his 99th junior hockey game today – Scott 
picked up a goal and an assist in Wednesday’s game against the Windigo, following an outstanding preseason stretch last week. The San Jose, 
California native had a couple of assists in a mini-game against Corpus Christi, before opening up the scoring for the Bulls in both games last 
weekend against the Aberdeen Wings. The latter goal on Saturday was a crucial game-tying goal with less than two minutes left in regulation. 
 

TRENDING NORTH:  
Wednesday was a good day for the South Division at the NAHL Showcase, winning seven of the eight games it took part in. Only Corpus Christi 
came up on the short end, dropping a 5-2 decision to the Philadelphia Rebels. Former Bulls Hunter Garvey and Carsen Stokes picked up wins for 
their respective teams – Garvey made 15 saves in a 2-1 El Paso win over Springfield, while Stokes got plenty of support for New Mexico in a 5-2 
win over the St. Cloud Norsemen.
